Shasta County was created on February 18, 1850 and was one of the original twenty-seven counties of the State of California.  The derivation of the name of the county, which was taken from the butte of that name, is in doubt.  Some authorities claim the name "Shasta" to be derived from Shas-ti-ka, the name of a tribe of Indians who lived at the base of this mountain.  The word "Shas-ti-ka" means "stone house or cave dwellers".  Other authorities claim that the word "Shasta" is a corruption of the French word "chaste", and was first applied by explorers because of the wonderful whiteness or chastity of the eternal snow that caps the summit of this peak.  *
