On September 1, 1772, the Mission San Luis Obispo (Saint Louis the Bishop) was established and was named for Saint Louis, the Bishop of Toulouse.  He was the son of Charles of Anjou, King of Naples, and the county derived its name from the mission, founded by the Padres, Junipero Serra and Jose Cavaller. *
