Tuolumne County was created on February 18, 1850. This county is one of the original twenty-seven counties of the State of California. ATuolumne@ is a corruption of the Indian word Atalmalamne@ which signifies Astone houses or caves@, the same as the word AShasta@, but in another language. This was the same of a large tribe of Indians who lived on both sides of the river now bearing that name, from which the county derived its name. *

The term of office was for one year until 1859. It was then increased to two years. In 1860 the office of county assessor was abolished and instead the county was divided into four revenue districts each having an independently elected assessor. This lasted until 1869 when the central office was re-established at four years, while that of the other administrative elective positions in the county remained at two years.

Two assessors, John Monahan and Edwin H. McMahon, died while in office, and one, John Austin Shoob Trout, simply disappeared and his office was declared vacant and a successor appointed. His body was found 13 years later lying on the hillside between Sonora and Jamestown and identified through a six-shooter found upon the remains.

Up until the election of 1914, the office was partisan and one had to get a party approval in order to be elected.

There has been only one female assessor, Margaret Curtin Mole Hairier. During her second term, she married John Hairier, assessor of San Joaquin County. She was the only assessor who had to defend herself against an unsuccessful recall attempt.

The longest to hold office was John Monahan, and next longest was Edwin H. McMahon.

The office of Assessor and Recorder were combined in 1981.
