Ventura County was created on March 22, 1872. On March 30, 1782, Padres Junipero Serra and Cambon dedicated a mission at San Buenaventura to San Buenaventura, Doctor Serafico (St. Bonaventura, Serafic Doctor), which is the name under which Giovani de Fidanza of Tuscany was canonized. Buenaventura is composed of two Spanish words, “Buena” meaning “good”, and “Ventura” meaning “fortune”; hence, the name signifies “good fortune.” The county took its name from the latter Spanish word “Ventura”. San Buenaventura has at all times been the name of the town, but this beautiful and euphonious name has been abbreviated to “Ventura” by the United States Post Office Department.
