Yuba County was created on February 18, 1850. It is one of the original twenty-seven counties of the State of California. AYuba@ is a corruption of the Spanish word signifying Awild grape@. A Spanish exploring expedition in 1824 found immense quantities of vines were heavily laden with wild grapes (called Uvas silvestres in Spanish), and the river was therefore called the Uva of Uba, and by a corruption of the word AUba@, the river eventually became know by its present name, AYuba@, from which the county derived its name. *
